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Spring / Summer Trap League 2009

The Trap committee is pushing the season this year. We hope to fire our first league round before the April
meeting. If the sky is clear we should have enough light . With a prompt 6:30PM start we should have no
trouble getting at least one round in before dusk. We are experimenting with a handicap system to even things
up in the cash award area. Come on out and give it a shot.

Eligibility: Open to H.S.A. members only.
Entry Fee: $10
Course of fire: Each participant must fire five rounds of 25 targets at 16 yards between April 1,

2009 and September 2, 2009 at the H.S.A. trap field. Entrants that do not complete
five rounds forfeit their entry fee.

Dates: ’ Wednesday April 1, 6:30PM to dusk;
Wednesday May 6, 6:30PM to dusk;
Wednesday June 3, 6:30PM to dusk;
Wednesday July 1, 6:30PM to dusk;
Wednesday August 5, 6:30PM to dusk;
Wednesday September 2, 6:30PM to dusk;

Calling your rounds: League participants must announce their intention to shoot a league round prior to shooting
the round.
Awards: Top Gun (high total aggregate score) = 50% of entry fees;

1* Place - Handicap Score aggregate = 30% of entry fees;
2" Place — Handicap Score aggregate = 20% of entry fees;

A single participant may win only one prize. For example: If a shooter wins Top Gun and 1* place handicap
they will be awarded Top Gun money only.

Tie Breakers: In the event of tie score, shoot-off rounds of 25 targets will be used as tiebreakers.
Handicap Calculation: During the league competition a shooter’s handicap will be calculated on a scratch basis of 23 minus the

average of his four most recent rounds. The maximum score with handicap will be 24. The first round will use championship scores
from 2008 plus the first league score. Shooters without championship scores will have handicaps calculated using league rounds.

Example:

Shooter 1 — 2008 Championship Scores 18, 20, 21 Handicap calculations:

Where C = Championship and L = League
League round 1 score 20

Round 1 23— (C1+C2+C3+L1)/4

Handicap round 1 Round2 23— (C2+C3+L1+L2)/4
Round3 23— (C3+L1+L2+L3)/4
23 -(18+20+21+20)/4= Round4 23- (L1+L2+L3+14)/4

Round 5 23— (L2 +L3+14+L5)/4
23-19.75=3.25

Then League Round 1 = Score 20 + 3.25 Handicap = 23.25

Handicap scores will be rounded off to two decimal places.
