The event 
will be a Crawford Barricade 
match.  Minimum caliber is 9mm.  
All dominate hand shooting from 
left and right sides of the barri-
cade.  Forty-eight shots total.  Tar-
gets will be the D-1 and D-2 ac-
tion pistol targets. Distances will 
be 10 yards, 15 yards, and simu-
lated 25 and 35 yards using the D-
2 target.  

2006 10m Air Pistol 
Championship 
December 3rd 

The 2006 10m Air Pistol Cham-
pionship match will be held on 
Sunday December 3rd.  The first 
relay will be at 10:00Am.  This 
event is for .177 caliber air pellet 
pistols.   The distance is 10 me-
ters. The target is the NRA B-40. 
 
1st Relay - Unlimited Sighters 
on 4 bulls, 17 1/2 minutes; 
 
Relays 2 through 6 - 12 shots, 3 
per bull, 17 1/2 minutes; 
 
Highest Aggregate Score wins.  

2006 Light Rifle Championship January 14, 2007 
All stages will use the NRA A-32 Light Rifle Target at 50 feet on the indoor range.   
 

All stages will consist of 20 shots, 2 shots per record bullseye. 
 

Time for each stage is 1½ minutes per record shot (15 minutes). 
 

Unlimited fouling and sighting shots allowed within the 15 minutes. 
 

 Stage 1 Prone (rule 5.6):  20 shots. 2 shots per record bullseye. 
 Stage 2 Kneeling (rule 5.10): 20 shots. 2 shots per record bullseye. 
 Stage 3 Standing (rule 5.12) except that the forward hand must be ex-
tended so that the forward arm does not touch or rest against the body.  20 shots.  
2 shots per record bullseye. 
 

2. Light Rifle – Any rifle chambered for .22 caliber rimfire rifle cartridge 
only, a trigger pull of not less than two pounds, and weighs not more 

than 8 ½ pounds complete with sights and magazine.  An adjustable butt plate placed in the center position 
may be used and adjustable or custom butt plates shall not extend beyond the top or bottom of the stock and 
shall not exceed a maximum length of six inches.  Barrel weights must evenly surround the barrel and not 
hang below.  Slings, palm rests, schuetzen type butt plates, and electric or adjustable fore-end bedding de-
vices are not permitted.  Any sights (rule 3.7c) will be used as long as total weight of rifle and sights does not 
exceed 8 ½ pounds.  An eye shield may be attached to the rear sight. 

 

   The same rifle must be used for all stages of the match except in the case of a disabled rifle or malfunction, 
when competitors may change rifles with range officer permission. 

 

3. Clothing – Padding is permitted on the shoulders and elbows of the shooting coat provided no padding ex-
tends below four inches from the elbow joint.  The coat may be to a maximum of hip length with no straps or 
other provisions for tightening, or constructed with any material intended to make the shoulders or other 
parts more rigid. Shoes shall be a matched pair and not designed or altered in any way so as to provide artifi-
cial support.  Gloves are not permitted.
