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Maxant Wins Light Rifle - Takes ARBS

There were only two little bumps in the road for Jim Maxant this year as he drove to the 2009 ARBS Champi-
0nsh1p One bad arrow out of thirty in Archery cost him the Archery title and a bad day on the trap field. Af-
~ ter that Jim won everything there was to win. Action Pistol, Tar-
get Pistol, Air Pistol, and Light Rifle all went to Maxant. Going
into the light rifle match Jim had a pretty solid hold on the
ARBS title, and there was no one to break that hold. Firing a
remarkable 571 out of 600 points (including a perfect 200 in
prone) in Light Rifle Jim took the match and the ARBS title.
Jim used a custom Ruger 10/22 in the match. The rifle features a
Fajen thumb-hole walnut stock, a Midway fluted heavy barrel,
and a Butler Creek magazine release extension. Jim has also re-
worked the trigger to improve the action, and done some work
on the bolt release mechanism. His choice in sights for the
match was a Bushnell 4 x 12 scope with a 40mm adjustable ob-
jective. Rich Girvin also shot a scoped custom 10/22. Len
