Outdoor Range Committee  holds 1st Meeting 

The  first meeting of the  recently formed outdoor range committee was 

held on Tuesday evening May 25, 2010.  Five members attended.  

Chairman Colby Kramer reviewed the initial concept drawing (shown 

below) for a six lane 100 yard rifle range with the committee. Following 

the review the discussion centered for the most part on where to start 

with the project.  It was decided to begin by collecting information.  The 

committee will purchase a copy of the NRA Range Resource book.  The 

book contains amongst other information, basic outdoor range design 

information.  Sources of funding were discussed.  That discussion lead 

to a decision to try and establish a rough cost estimate after the NRA 

range design information becomes available.  The committee estab-

lished that a chain link fence would be required around the perimeter of 

the range, or close to 300 yards of fence.  It was felt that this would be a 

significant cost.  Another area of concern was the overhead baffle sys-

tem planned to prevent accidental shots from leaving the range.  The 

correct design of the baffles is not known yet, but it was felt that the 

lumber involved would add up in costs.  The assembled members left 

the meeting with tasks and will reconvene when the Range Resource 

book is received.  The committee is seeking members to participate in 

the design, permitting, and construction of this project.  Please contact 

Colby if you are interested in the outdoor range project.
