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Mass Junior Conservation Camp Under Attack 

The Massachusetts Junior Conservation Camp (MJCC) that Gun Own-

ersô Action League runs jointly with the Division of Fisheries and Wild-

life and the Department of Conservation and Recreation is under attack 

by the local government in Chesterfield.  The MJCC is currently held at 

the Chesterfield Scout Reservation for two weeks in August. Over the 

last few years the Scout Reservation has had a neighbor who com-

plained about the shooting taking place during the MJCC program. As a 

result of this neighborôs complaints Paul Tacy, the Zoning Enforcement 

Officer for the Town of Chesterfield, issued a Cease and Desist Order 

on September 15, 2008.  In the official order from the town to the Scout 

reservation included the cease of all shotgun shooting and to cease the 

practice of renting the facilities to any outside groups. The latter part of 

the order virtually means that the MJCC will be shut down unless the 

ruling is overturned.  In January of 2009, the Chesterfield Zoning Board 

of Appeals (ZBA) met to hear the appeal of the Boy Scout Reservation 

on the 2008 order. In a split decision, the local ZBA upheld Cease and 

Desist Order. (Click here to read the decision of the ZBA) On February 

3, 2009 the Scouts filed an appeal in the Boston Land Court.  GOAL 

and The GOAL Foundation are working closely with the Boy Scouts to 

resolve this blatant attack on our heritage and our ability to pass that 

heritage on through the programs at the Massachusetts Junior Conserva-

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A Message from the Indoor Range Committee 

You Are Expected to Hit the Target! 

Perhaps there has been a misunderstanding.  The club 

provides joint compound and a putty knife on the in-

door range to fill in holes if you accidentally fire a 

shot that misses the cut-out target areas in the back 

stop.  That does not mean that misses are acceptable.  

Members using the indoor range are fully expected to 

hit the paper target. 

 

Once in a while we see examples of shooting that can 

only be classified as completely unacceptable.  Photo 

1 to the right is an illustration of this.  These shots 

were fired sometime around the middle of February.  

Nice group, only about ten feet too high.  How do 

you explain something like this?  Was this an acci-

dent?  Was the shooter just being a complete ass?  If 

by chance you know how this happened please con-

tact an officer or director and explain it to us. 

 

More commonly, we see damage to the back stop just 

around the edges of the cut out areas.  Frequently 

shots go just a bit too high.  This type of typical dam-

age is shown in Photo 2 on the right.  If you see this 

happening please try standing closer to the target.  

We suggest starting at about ten or fifteen feet from 

the target.  When all your shots are well centered on 

the paper then move back at little.  Most members are 

practicing for personal protection shooting.  In real 

life, most personal protection gun fights are at dis-

tances of less than 10 feet.  Members should try for 

extreme accuracy at this range. 

 

Another possible solution to missing high is to use a 

larger target like the NRA D-1 Bianchi Cup target.  

Take a look at photo 3 on the right.   Notice how 

much lower the point of aim is when using the D-1.  

By starting with a lower point of aim the shooter is 

less likely to miss the back stop cut out area.  Also, 

for those members practicing for personal protection 

the D-1 offers the chance to practice center mass 

shooting, which is more appropriate than bull's-eye 

shooting for personal protection practice.  

 

The indoor range committee will be replacing the 

back stop facing material in the near future.  We 

would respectfully request that all members using the 

indoor range make a serious effort to hit the target. 

These shots fired in the last couple of weeks are about one 

foot below the ceiling.  This is an example of reckless, irre-

sponsible, and completely unacceptable behavior.  (Photo 1) 

The damage seen here is typical of accidental shots going 

high just above the target.  See the photo below for a possi-

ble solution to this common problem. (Photo 2) 

Using a larger target like the D-1 Bianchi (right above) pre-

sents a point of aim that is farther away form the top of the 

cut out area of the backstop.  Using this target will help to 

reduce the damage see in photo 2 above. (Photo 3)
